Marking devices, tailors chalk, dressmakers pencil, tracing wheel, carbon paper. Cutiing
‘ devices-Shears, scissors and trimmers.
3. SEWING SUPPLIES 4
Threads, pins hand needles, machine needles, bee wax, pin cushion, needle threader,
thimble, seam ripper, awl/stiletto, bodkin, loop turner, zippers, buttons, snap fasteners,
hooks and eyes, hook and loop, tape, eyelets. -
4. PRESSING TOOLS 4
Sleeve and shoulder board, press mitt, tailors hem, seam roll, iron, ironing board.
5. DOMESTIC SEWING MACHINE 6
Parts of a sewing machine, threading, bobbin winding, functioning of a machine and
problems in sewing machine.
6. STITCHES & SEAMS 30
Stitches-kinds of tacking, hemming seams-plain, french, run & felt, lapped seam. Seam
finishes - Machine knitted flat seam.
7. GARMENT FINISHES , 60
Plackets - slit continuous, continuous, wrapped, faced, bound, kurta placket.
Facings- shaped facing - square, round, V, scalloped Bias facing - round, scoop,
extended facing, bound opening piped necklines. Hooks and eyes, button, buttonholes,
press buttons, zipper.
